Then Moses said to God, “Indeed, when I come to the children of Israel and say 
to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they say to me, 
‘What is His name?’ what shall I say to them?” And God said to Moses, “I AM 
WHO I AM.” And He said, “Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, ‘I AM 
has sent me to you.’ ” Moreover God said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to the 
children of Israel: ‘The LORD God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God 
of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is My name forever, 
and this is My memorial to all generations.’ Exodus 15-3:13  NKJV 
 
Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one! Deuteronomy 6:4 NKJV 
 
One in Hebrew means “absolutely unity”.  In the Hebrew it’s Yod He Vau He 
which means “I am”. The I of man is the God of scripture. 
 
If I have told you earthly things and you do not believe, how will you believe if 
I tell you heavenly things? No one has ascended to heaven but He who came 
down from heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven. And as Moses 
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted 
up, John 14-3:12  NKJV 
 
We see here that we are a preexistent being. 
 
I and My Father are one.  John 10:30 NKJV 
 
And all Mine are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them. Now I 
am no longer in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to You. Holy 
Father, keep through Your name those whom You have given Me, that they 
may be one as We are. John 11-17:10  NKJV 
 
There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither 
male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. Galatians 3:28 NKJV 
 
For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down 
the middle wall of separation, having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, 



the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself 
one new man from the two, thus making peace, and that He might reconcile 
them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the 
enmity.
