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Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight:
for by the law is the knowledge of sin. But now the righteousness of God
without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets;
even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and
upon all them that believe: for there is no difference: Romans 3:20-22 KJV

I realize and submit to that. Submit to what I realized. The church is trying to
get something that He has already given them. Came to share something you
have been given that you didn’t realize.

For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; being justified freely
by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: whom God hath
set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his
righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance
of God; to declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just,
and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus. Romans 3:23-26 KJV

[s there a conflict, then, between God’s law and God’s promises? Absolutely
not! If the law could give us new life, we could be made right with God by
obeying it. But the Scriptures declare that we are all prisoners of sin, so we
receive God’s promise of freedom only by believing in Jesus Christ. Galatians
3:21-22 NLT

For no one can ever be made right with God by doing what the law commands.
The law simply shows us how sinful we are. But now God has shown us a way
to be made right with him without keeping the requirements of the law, as
was promised in the writings of Moses and the prophets long ago. We are
made right with God by placing our faith in Jesus Christ. And this is true for
everyone who believes, no matter who we are. Romans 3:20-22 NLT

We are now talking a completely different language: the gospel unveils what
god did right not what we did wrong! Both the law and all the prophetic
writings pointed to this moment!
