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And Zacharias said to the angel, “How shall I know this? For I am an old man, 
and my wife is well advanced in years.” And the angel answered and said to 
him, “I am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of God, and was sent to speak 
to you and bring you these glad tidings. But behold, you will be mute and not 
able to speak until the day these things take place, because you did not believe 
my words which will be fulfilled in their own time.” (Luke 1:18-20 NKJV) 
 
The Bible reveals there had been 5 barren women up till this time and 
Elizabeth makes 6. Barren birth and now I am going to do a virgin birth. This 
is a moving from the Law to Grace. This is in line with the creation. When God 
gets ready to do something, it is new and fresh. For you to be able to not talk, 
something must happen to your brain. 
 
Then Mary said, “Behold the maidservant of the Lord! Let it be to me 
according to your word.” And the angel departed from her. (Luke 1:38 NKJV) 
 
Sometimes we miss God because we are looking for the spectacular and not 
looking for the supernatural.  
 
Now indeed, Elizabeth your relative has also conceived a son in her old age; 
and this is now the sixth month for her who was called barren. (Luke 1:36 
NKJV) 
 
Now Mary arose in those days and went into the hill country with haste, to a 
city of Judah, and entered the house of Zacharias and greeted Elizabeth. (Luke 
1:39, 40 NKJV) 
 
When God is doing something, He is doing it in different people at the same 
time. God is not just talking to Mary, He is talking to Joseph, Zacharias, 
Elizabeth, Simeon and Anna. When something new comes, the same old things 
have to go. 
 
So it was, that while they were there, the days were completed for her to be 
delivered. And she brought forth her firstborn Son, and wrapped Him in 



swaddling cloths, and laid Him in a manger, because there was no room for 
them in the inn. (Luke 2:6, 7 NKJV) 
 
 Your "baby" can only come forth "there" among those who have been 
impregnated with the same prophetic spirit.  Your baby your appointed 
assignment and personal destiny like Mary's can only be birthed there in 
God's predetermined place ( geographically and spiritually) for your 
prophetic destiny, vision, and purpose. The stretch marks of the Lord are on 
us now. Something inside our spiritual belly is kicking hard to be born. Don't 
be surprised if those who are ashamed of your present condition may want to 
put you away. Others may want to abort your baby. 
 
Favor is knocking on your door, don't miss the moment.

He has put down the mighty from their thrones, 
And exalted the lowly. He has filled the hungry with good things, And the rich 
He has sent away empty. He has helped His servant Israel, In remembrance of 
His mercy, As He spoke to our fathers, To Abraham and to his seed forever.” 
(Luke 1:47-55 NKJV) 
 
All generations are going to call Me Blessed!!!! 
 
For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be 
upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty 
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. (Isaiah 9:6 NKJV) 
 
Now Mary arose in those days and went into the hill country with haste, to a 
city of Judah, and entered the house of Zacharias and greeted Elizabeth. And it 
happened, when Elizabeth heard the greeting of Mary, that the babe leaped in 
her womb; and Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit.
