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“Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that
you receive them, and you will have them.” (Mark 11:24 NK]JV)

You don’t get what you pray for. You get what you believe you receive when
you pray. Believing that you receive comes before having them. You don’t get
what you pray for. You get what you believe and see yourself receiving on the
inside when you pray.

Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, pleading
with Him, saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully
tormented.” And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” The centurion
answered and said, “Lord, [ am not worthy that You should come under my
roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will be healed. For I also am a
man under authority, having soldiers under me. And I say to this one, ‘Go,” and
he goes; and to another, ‘Come,” and he comes; and to my servant, ‘Do this,’
and he does it.” When Jesus heard it, He marveled, and said to those who
followed, “Assuredly, [ say to you, I have not found such great faith, not even
in Israel! And I say to you that many will come from east and west, and sit
down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven. But the sons
of the kingdom will be cast out into outer darkness. There will be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.” Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go your way; and as you
have believed, so let it be done for you.” And his servant was healed that same
hour. (Matthew 8:5-13 NK]JV)

Now they came to Jericho. As He went out of Jericho with His disciples and a
great multitude, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the road
begging. And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out
and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Then many warned him to
be quiet; but he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” So
Jesus stood still and commanded him to be called. Then they called the blind
man, saying to him, “Be of good cheer. Rise, He is calling you.” And throwing
aside his garment, he rose and came to Jesus. So Jesus answered and said to
him, “What do you want Me to do for you?” The blind man said to Him,
“Rabboni, that [ may receive my sight. Then Jesus said to him, “Go your way;



your faith has made you well.” And immediately he received his sight and
followed Jesus on the road.” (Mark 10:46-52 NKJV)

Now as Jesus passed by, He saw a man who was blind from birth. And His
disciples asked Him, saying, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that
he was born blind?” Jesus answered, “Neither this man nor his parents sinned,
but that the works of God should be revealed in him. I must work the
works of Him who sent Me while it is day; the night is coming when no one
can work. As long as [ am in the world, [ am the light of the world.” When He
had said these things, He spat on the ground and made clay with the saliva;
and He anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay. And He said to him,
“Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which is translated, Sent). So he went and
washed, and came back seeing. Therefore the neighbors and those who
previously had seen that he was blind said, “Is not this he who sat and
begged?” Some said, “This is he.” Others said, “He is like him.” He said, “I am
he.” Therefore they said to him, “How were your eyes opened?” He answered
and said, “A Man called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes and said to me,
‘Go to the pool of Siloam and wash.” So | went and washed, and I received
sight.” Then they said to him, “Where is He?” He said, “I do not know.” (John
9:1-12 NK]JV)

Then they said to Him, “What shall we do, that we may work the works of
God?” Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the work of God, that you
believe in Him whom He sent.” (John 6:28-29 NK]JV)

(As it is written, “I have made you a father of many nations”) in the presence
of Him whom he believed—God, who gives life to the dead and calls those
things which do not exist as though they did; (Romans 4:17 NK]JV)

As it is written, “I have made you the father of many nations”. [He was
appointed our father] in the sight of God in Whom he believed, Who gives life
to the dead and speaks of the nonexistent things that [He has foretold and
promised] as if they [already] existed. (Romans 4:17 AMPC)

And not being weak in faith, he did not consider his own body, already dead
(since he was about a hundred years old), and the deadness of Sarah’s womb.
He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was
strengthened in faith, giving glory to God, and being fully convinced that what
He had promised He was also able to perform. (Romans 4:19-21 NK]JV)



“Before I formed you in the womb I knew you; Before you were born I
sanctified you; I ordained you a prophet to the nations.” Then said I: “Ah, Lord
God! Behold, I cannot speak, for I am a youth.” But the Lord said to me: “Do not
say, ‘I am a youth,” For you shall go to all to whom I send you, And whatever |
command you, you shall speak. Do not be afraid of their faces, For I am with
you to deliver you,” says the Lord. Then the Lord put forth His hand and
touched my mouth, and the Lord said to me: “Behold, I have put My words in
your mouth. See, | have this day set you over the nations and over the
kingdoms, To root out and to pull down, To destroy and to throw down, To
build and to plant.” Moreover the word of the Lord came to me, saying,
“Jeremiah, what do you see?” And I said, “I see a branch of an almond tree.”
Then the Lord said to me, “You have seen well, for I am ready to perform My
word.”” (Jeremiah 1:5-12 NKJV)

Then Elijah said to Ahab, “Go up, eat and drink; for there is the sound of
abundance of rain.” So Ahab went up to eat and drink. And Elijah went up to
the top of Carmel; then he bowed down on the ground, and put his face
between his knees, and said to his servant, “Go up now, look toward the sea.”
So he went up and looked, and said, “There is nothing.” And seven times he
said, “Go again.” Then it came to pass the seventh time, that he said, “There is a
cloud, as small as a man’s hand, rising out of the sea!” So he said, “Go up, say to
Ahab, ‘Prepare your chariot, and go down before the rain stops you.”” Now it
happened in the meantime that the sky became black with clouds and wind,
and there was a heavy rain. So Ahab rode away and went to Jezreel. Then the
hand of the Lord came upon Elijah; and he girded up his loins and ran ahead of
Ahab to the entrance of Jezreel. (I Kings 18:41-46 NKJV)

So he answered, “Do not fear, for those who are with us are more than those
who are with them.” And Elisha prayed, and said, “Lord, I pray, open his eyes
that he may see.” Then the Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he
saw. And behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all
around Elisha. (II Kings 6:16-17 NK]JV)
