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Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your 
whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. (I Thessalonians 5:23 NKJV) 
 
But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; 
The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are 
healed. (Isaiah 53:5 NKJV) 
 
For I am poor and needy, And my heart is wounded within me. 

NKJV 22:109 (Psalms ) 
 
Bless the Lord, O my soul; And all that is within me, bless His holy name! Bless 
the Lord, O my soul, And forget not all His benefits: Who forgives all your 
iniquities, Who heals all your diseases, (Psalms 103:1-3 NKJV) 
 
For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged 
sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the 
joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 
(Hebrews 4:12 KJV) 
 
God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in 
truth. (John 4:24 KJV) 
  
Greek scholars know well the difference between soul and spirit. Spirit 
meaning pneuma and soul meaning psuche.   
 
And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into 
his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. (Genesis 2:7 
KJV) 
 
The original is in the plural, and this refers to the fact that the inbreathing of 
God produced a two-fold life sensual in the meaning of about the senses and 
spiritual. The inbreathing of God became the spirit and at the same time by its 
action upon the body, produced the soul. 



 
The “soul was the meeting place, is the point of union between body and 
spirit” writes Dr. Andrew Murray. Through the body, man  the living soul 
Genesis 2:7 stood related to the external world of sense and through the spirit 
he stood related to the spiritual world. 
 
But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my 
name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, 
whatsoever I have said unto you. (John 14:26 KJV) 
 
But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the 
Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me. And you 
also will bear witness, because you have been with Me from the beginning. 
(John 15:26-27 NKJV) 
 
Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I 
do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him 
to you. And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of 
righteousness, and of judgment: of sin, because they do not believe in Me; of 
righteousness, because I go to My Father and you see Me no more; of 
judgment, because the ruler of this world is judged. “I still have many things to 
say to you, but you cannot bear them now. However, when He, the Spirit of 
truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His 
own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you 
things to come. He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare 
it to you. All things that the Father has are Mine. Therefore I said that He will 
take of Mine and declare it to you. (John 16:7-15 NKJV) 
 
“The spirit is the seat of our God-consciousness; the soul of our self-
consciousness; the body of our world-consciousness. In the spirit, God dwells; 
in the soul, self; in the body, sense”. 
 
And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of 
your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, 
will of God. (Romans 12:2 KJV) 
 
Receiving the end of your faith—the salvation of your souls. (I Peter 1:9
