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“Then He went down to Capernaum, a city of Galilee, and was teaching them 
on the Sabbaths. And they were astonished at His teaching, for His word was 
with authority. Now in the synagogue there was a man who had a spirit of an 
unclean demon. And he cried out with a loud voice, saying, “Let us alone! What 
have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth? Did You come to destroy us? I 
know who You are—the Holy One of God!” But Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be 
quiet, and come out of him!” And when the demon had thrown him in their 
midst, it came out of him and did not hurt him. Then they were all amazed and 
spoke among themselves, saying, “What a word this is! For with authority and 
power He commands the unclean spirits, and they come out.” And the report 
about Him went out into every place in the surrounding region. Now He arose 
from the synagogue and entered Simon’s house. But Simon’s wife’s mother 
was sick with a high fever, and they made request of Him concerning her. So 
He stood over her and rebuked the fever, and it left her. And immediately she 
arose and served them.” (Luke 4:31-39 NKJV) 
 
“God said, Let Us [Father, Son, and Holy Spirit] make mankind in Our image, 
after Our likeness, and let them have complete authority over the fish of the 
sea, the birds of the air, the [tame] beasts, and over all of the earth, and over 
everything that creeps upon the earth. So God created man in His own image, 
in the image and likeness of God He created him; male and female He created 
them. And God blessed them and said to them, Be fruitful, multiply, and fill the 
earth, and subdue it [using all its vast resources in the service of God and 
man]; and have dominion over the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, and over 
every living creature that moves upon the earth.” (Genesis 1:26-28 AMPC) 
 
And now in these final days, he has spoken to us through his Son. God 
promised everything to the Son as an inheritance, and through the Son he 
created the universe. (Hebrews 1:2 NLT) 
 
And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to Me 
in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am 



with you always, even to the end of the age.” Amen.” (Matthew 28:18-20 
NKJV) 
 
“Behold! I have given you authority and power to trample upon serpents and 
scorpions, and [physical and mental strength and ability] over all the power 
that the enemy [possesses]; and nothing shall in any way harm you.” (Luke 
10:19 AMPC) 
 
Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, pleading 
with Him, saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully 
tormented.” And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” The centurion 
answered and said, “Lord, I am not worthy that You should come under my 
roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will be healed. For I also am a 
man under authority, having soldiers under me. And I say to this one, ‘Go,’ and 
he goes; and to another, ‘Come,’ and he comes; and to my servant, ‘Do this,’ 
and he does it.” When Jesus heard it, He marveled, and said to those who 
followed, “Assuredly, I say to you, I have not found such great faith, not even 
in Israel!” (Matthew 8:5-10 NKJV) 
 
Faith is an expression of your authority. 
 
And so it was, when Jesus had ended these sayings, that the people were 
astonished at His teaching, for He taught them as one having authority, and 
not as the scribes. (Matthew 7:28-29 NKJV) 
 
Then they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the Sabbath He entered 
the synagogue and taught. And they were astonished at His teaching, for He 
taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes. Now there was a 
man in their synagogue with an unclean spirit. And he cried out, saying, “Let 
us alone! What have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth? Did You come to 
destroy us? I know who You are—the Holy One of God!” But Jesus rebuked 
him, saying, “Be quiet, and come out of him!” And when the unclean spirit had 
convulsed him and cried out with a loud voice, he came out of him. Then they 
were all amazed, so that they questioned among themselves, saying, “What is 
this? What new doctrine is this? For with authority He commands even the 
unclean spirits, and they obey Him.” And immediately His fame spread 
throughout all the region around Galilee. (Mark 1:21-28 NKJV) 
 



For prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as 
they were moved by the Holy Spirit. (II Peter 1:21 NKJV) 
 
Now it came to pass on a certain day, that he went into a ship with his 
disciples: and he said unto them, Let us go over unto the other side of the lake. 
And they launched forth. But as they sailed he fell asleep: and there came 
down a storm of wind on the lake; and they were filled with water, and were 
in jeopardy. And they came to him, and awoke him, saying, Master, master, we 
perish. Then he arose, and rebuked the wind and the raging of the water: and 
they ceased, and there was a calm. And he said unto them, Where is your 
faith? And they being afraid wondered, saying one to another, What manner of 
man is this! for he commandeth even the winds and water, and they obey him. 
(Luke 8:22-25 KJV) 
 
And the same day, when the even was come, he saith unto them, Let us pass 
over unto the other side. And when they had sent away the multitude, they 
took him even as he was in the ship. And there were also with him other little 
ships. And there arose a great storm of wind, and the waves beat into the ship, 
so that it was now full. And he was in the hinder part of the ship, asleep on a 
pillow: and they awake him, and say unto him, Master, carest thou not that we 
perish? And he arose, and rebuked the wind, and said unto the sea, Peace, be 
still. And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm. And he said unto them, 
Why are ye so fearful? how is it that ye have no faith? And they feared 
exceedingly, and said one to another, What manner of man is this, that even 
the wind and the sea obey him? (Mark 4:35-41 KJV)
